Civil Rights Children’s Book

Objective: Students will demonstrate their knowledge of the Civil Rights era by creating a children’s storybook which explains and illustrates either a major Civil Rights event or traces the life a Civil Rights leader. 

Task and Due Dates:

1. Brainstorm ideas for your children’s book; use the civil rights matrix to help you get ideas. Remember, you’re looking to create a book that profiles either an event or a Civil Rights leader.

2. Using your text, the library books, and other resources available, take brief notes on at least 3 possible topics. With works cited information. (Tuesday May 20th)
3. Choose a topic for your book and decide what grade level you want to write it for. (May 21st (6,7) or 22nd (2,4)
4. Again, using the text, books, and other resources, research your topic in depth creating detailed notes which will help you to create your book. With works cited information. (Friday May 23rd)
5. Create a rough draft of your book using one of the storyboard packets. Your book must have at least 12 written pages (no less than 4 complete sentences per written page), a front and back cover design, and either a note about the text (introduction) or afterward page. Your rough draft must also include illustration sketches. These must be legible or they will not be graded. (Friday May 30th )
6. Peer edit your rough draft looking for spelling, grammar and flow issues. (Friday May 30th) 
7. Complete a final draft to be handed in on June 4, 2007. This final draft will include complete illustrations, text free from errors, and be bound. Due Date: June 4th  3pm
